
Greetings Nakusp Elementary families: 

 
This beautiful spring continues to surprise me with how much sun we have seen!  With luck, the sunshine will continue 

through this long Easter weekend.  Despite these shortened weeks, between the NI day and Easter weekend, things 

are very busy here at the school.   

Our swim program has been very popular with our students, despite the grueling bus rides.  Classes have been working 

on a variety of activities while on the bus despite the motion sickness battle. Mrs. Vibeôs grade 5/6 class wrote this as 

part of their class response to one days trip:  

ñUsually our class isnôt crammed into a small moving metal box for 2 hours solid without entertainment, 

devices or lots of work. But this bus ride taught us people are better than devices. Boredom can lead to 

creating your entertainment, for example coming up with your games, telling stories and laughing our

Thrive after three programs include gymnastics on Mondays for grade 6/7, Crafty Tuesdays for all ages, Flag football 

with Mr. Gascon on Wednesdayôs for grades 3 and up, and Robotics on Thursdays.  Many students are taking 

advantage of these programs- please encourage your child to get involved!

We are 

hoping that staff efforts to collaborate and improve our instruction in learning will pay off through positive results.
